CHI1120 | Elementary Mandarin Chinese 1 | 4.00 credits
In this course, students will develop appropriate proficiency in interpersonal, interpretive, and presentational

modes at the novice mid-level in Mandarin Chinese. Note: Students must pass this course with a C or better to
continue to CHI1121.

Course Competencies

Connecting written words and phrases to their meanings in familiar contexts

Competency 3: The student will develop interpretive listening skills and explore traditions through communication

Listening to conversations and watching video clips of various situations
Identifying common products related to home and community life
